The annual Lowell High School Honors Night will be held this year on May 15, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. in the Cyrus W. Irish Auditorium. This packet contains a listing of the potential honors and scholarships that will be awarded that night. The enclosed application form will be used by the scholarship committee to select the recipients of the Honors Night Scholarships that are listed in Sections I and II.
These awards are open to any Lowell High School senior who:                   
(1) has a minimum 2.0 GPA
(2) will be furthering his/her education in the Fall of 2012, and
(3) meets any additional qualifying criteria that are listed in the description of each scholarship
Some scholarships listed in Section I of the Lowell High School Honors Night Scholarship List may have separate applications and may have different deadlines. Applications for scholarships that require their own application may be downloaded from the Lowell High School website: http://lhs.lowell.k12.ma.us under the College & Career Center tab.  If noted, Section I applications should be mailed directly to the scholarship sponsor at the address indicated on the application.  
For all scholarships listed in Sections I and II use this application unless otherwise noted and attach:  

1. SCHOLARSHIP TRANSCRIPT (obtained from the Guidance Clerk Scheduler)
2. RESUME (do not use any identifying names in the resume)

3. ESSAY (do not use any identifying names in the essay)
4. ANY ADDITIONAL DOCUMENTATION SPECIFIED BY INDIVIDUAL SCHOLARSHIPS

THE LHS HONORS NIGHT APPLICATION

1) Complete the Honors Night Scholarship Application in black ink.

2) Leave the top line titled “Name of scholarship for which you are applying” - BLANK until copies are made.
3) Make copies of the completed application packet for each scholarship you are applying for in Sections I only. Write the name of one scholarship you are applying for on the top line of each application packet. 

4) For scholarships listed in Section II, you need one copy of the completed packet to be eligible for all scholarships listed. Write “Section II” on the top line.
5) Staple each completed application packet in the upper left-hand corner. Check your application packet to ensure that you provide ALL the information requested; failure to do so will disqualify you from consideration.  Include all supporting materials with the completed application.  Please alphabetize the applications by the donor’s last name as this will save you time when you deliver and file the applications in the College & Career Center.  
6) Your name should not appear anywhere on the LHS application. If your name appears anywhere in the packet your application will be disqualified.  This includes your application, transcript, essay, resume, and any supporting documentation.  

7) Incomplete and late applications will be disqualified automatically.
